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Fiscal 2016 NGK Scholarship Application Guidelines

The NGK Foundation for International Students (“Foundation” hereinafter) is now accepting
fiscal 2016 NGK Scholarship applications. The relevant information is provided below.

1. Application Requirements(After scholarship recipients are determined, the application
requirements below shall apply as “recipient requirements.”)
All of the following requirements must be met:

(» The applicant must hold an international student visa and be an individual, self-funded
international student enrolled as a regular undergraduate student or as a graduate student in a
master’'s degree or PhD program at a university located in Aichi Prefecture.

@ The applicant must be recognized as facing difficulty paying tuition.

® For the period for which the Foundation’s scholarship is granted, the applicant may not also
receive a Japanese government scholarship (“governmental financial aid” hereinafter) or a
scholarship from any another group.

@ The applicant must be less than 35 years of age as of April 1 of the year he or she begins
receiving the scholarship.

® The applicant must be in good physical and mental health, demonstrate good comportment,
and possess an excellent academic record.

® The applicant must be enrolled in the national health insurance program.

@ The applicant must possess a strong interest in Japanese society and culture and
international exchange.

The applicant must participate in exchange events organized by the Foundation.

2. Number of Openings 14 total

3. Stipend Amount and Period

@ Stipend amount: ¥120,000/month
@ Stipend period: From April 2016 to March 2018 for a maximum of two years {However,
scholarship recipients must pass a renewal evaluation after one year.)

4. How to Apply

Students interested in living at the House are required to prepare the specified application
documents in Japanese and to submit them to the international student office at their own
university, and obtain a letter of recommendation from the university president.

The international student office should compile the application documents and submit them to the
Foundation’s administrative office no later than Friday, January 22, 2016.

5. Selection Process
The selection process has two stages: an application screening and an interview in Japanese.

@ Interview dates: February 18 (Thu.), 19 (Fri.), 22 Mon.),2016

* Interview details will be provided on February 10 (Wed.) to the universities of students
passing the application screening.

® Results notification: March 15 (Tues.), 2016
(To be sent to the universities of sutccessful applicants)
* The NGK Scholarship Certificate Presentation Ceremony will be held in late April 2016.
